Keith Higginbotham made a motion to Read Ordinances 2023-51 and 2023-52 by
Title only, with a 2"® from Josie Reed. There was a roll call. All Council Members
voted in favor and the motion carried.

Amy Rochette made a motion to Suspend the Rule Requiring the Reading on three
(3) Separate Occasions for Ordinances 2023-51 and 2023-52, with a 2" from Keith
Higginbotham. There was a roll call. All Council Members voted in favor and the
motion carried.

2) Ordinance 2023-51- AN ORDINANCE ACCEPTING THE FINAL
SUBDIVISION PLAT OF THE TUSCANY PHASE 3 SUBDIVISION,
CREATING RESIDENTIAL LOTS 120 THRU 163 AND TRACTS I & K,
CITY OF CENTERTON, S28-T20N-R31W, BENTON COUNTY,
ARKANSAS.
